RED WINE

Fattoria Le Pupille Maremma Toscana Saffredi 2015, 99 points THB 6,400
I love the currant and rosemary character of this wine. Some sage, too.

Complex aromas that draw you in. Full body, extremely tight and chewy with a long
and intense finish.The tannins are fantastic – so polished. Focused and beautiful.

Mineral undertone with ash and hot stone highlighting the dark fruits. It goes on for minutes.

Bibi Graetz Toscana Testamatta 2015, 99 points THB 4,600
A stunning wine. This is the best Testamatta ever made. Fascinating aromas of red fruits, tea, 

bark and wet soil as well as fresh leather. Full body, silky tannins and a juicy finish. 
I love the tension and texture of this great red. 

Tenuta Sette Ponti Toscana Oreno 2016, 99 points THB 4,500
Gorgeous floral and deep, dark berry aromas with hints of spices such as cinnamon and hazelnuts. 

Full body and ultra-fine and strong tannins that are powerful yet so sleek and beautiful. Fantastic length 
and texture. Deep, dark and profound. Takes you on a long journey and shows you its true character.     

La Magia Brunello Di Montalcino Riserva 2012, 94 points THB 3,300
The deep and complex cherry cake nose leads you into a massive concentrated and seriously tannic red, 
which has better acidity than many Brunellos of this vintage. That really lifts the long and deep finish. 

You could drink this now, but it has at least a couple of decades ahead.

Podere Sapaio Toscana Sapaio 2015, 96 points THB 3,000
So much fresh pressed violet and blackberry character as well as iodine, quartz, slate and tile. 

Full body, grippy yet linear and polished tannins, fine acidity and a long, minerally finish. So refined.

He is currently the wine editor for Asia Tatler Magazines and its nine 
luxury magazines in the region, including Hong Kong Tatler, Shangliu 
Tatler, Singapore Tatler, and Thailand Tatler.
However, most of his time is spent managing his own website, James-
Suckling.com, as well as promoting his 100 Points wine glassware with 
Lalique, the famous French crystal house. He recently launched a lim-
ited edition wine briefcase with Lalique and Salvatore Ferragamo, the 
famous Italian fashion house.

Suckling spent nearly 30 years as Senior Editor and European Bureau 
Chief of American magazine The Wine Spectator, and as European Ed-
itor of Cigar Aficionado. On his departure from the magazines, Forbes 
called the Los Angeles-born writer “one of the world’s most powerful 
wine critics.”
